
If I had the chance to increase youth involvement at a Romanian Community Center, I 
would most certainly create and implement a strong network among various Romanian 
communities throughout the United States of America and many other similar Romanian 
community centers. 
Having such a connected network of Romanians, as I have previously described above, 
would most certainly empower more youth to participate in and be involved with the 
Romanian community center, in addition to fostering a sense of unity with the younger 
generation of Romanian-Americans.  
Furthermore, by increasing youth involvement throughout Romanian community centers 
across the United States, some strategies to achieve this would be to:  

1. The establishment of cultural immersion camps where young Romanian-Americans 
could connect personally with Romania's culture and heritage by implementing 
hands-on experiences and even educational activities. Once popularity increases 
among the youth, these programs should be expanded to include workshops on the 
history of Romania, language, traditions, etc., making the youth feel more 
connected with their roots.  

2. Creating such a network of interconnectedness among Romanian organizations 
across different states can positively impact community engagement and 
collaboration. Such a strategy could be achieved by: 

• Designating a specific online platform or portal where Romanian youth can 
connect with each other. Such platform should need to include things like 
forum, event calendars, in addition to discussion boards which promotes 
communicating and even idea exchanges between different Romanian 
culture centers. 

• Begin to encourage different Romania community centers all throughout 
America on being united together by coming together many times throughout 
a year and collaborate on many different types of events that would be held 
such as Romanian cultural festivals, educational workshops, charity drives, 
etc. Such joint efforts can once again impact and increase reachability to a 
much bigger Romanian audience. 

• Begin facilitating sharing resources, such as speakers, educational 
materials, etc., throughout the many different Romanian communities. By 
doing so it allows any Romanian person in America access to tools and 
expertise one might not have access to everyday. 

• Lastly establish a exchange program in which allows all types of youth from 
one Romanian community center to visit other Romanian community 
centers across the United States. By doing so this would provide a sense of 
unity for all of the Romanian communities within America. 



By implementing these strategies, Romanian youth organizations can build a strong, 
interconnected network that supports collaboration, innovation, and cultural preservation. 
Having such a network as described  will certainly empower young Romanian-Americans 
to take an active role in their communities and foster a sense of belonging and pride in their 
heritage.
